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Non-legally binding translation

As part of the telephone number ranges (“Kosher Range”) allocated for the dedicated telephone service, in
accordance with the directives of the association “Vaadat Harabanim Linyanei Tikshoret” (registered association
no. 580440824, hereinafter: “Vaadat Harabanim”), criteria have been established to restrict calls to certain
phone numbers or groups of phone numbers within the framework of this dedicated service offering, as follows:

10.

A line providing content services exclusively for adults, including commercial services, as well as any other
service intended for adults, as determined by the members of Vaadat Harabanim.

A line providing offensive content services, as defined in Section 4v of the Telecommunications Law.

A service or product that is contrary to Halakha, the values of Orthodox Judaism, or in opposition to the
opinion of the Rabbanim, including any service not intended for minors, as determined by Vaadat
Harabanim.

A line using an automatic dialing system to make calls followed by hang-ups (“ring and drop”) without the
recipient’s consent.

Illegal services.

Systems enabling conversations in the form of Al (Artificial Intelligence) chat, except for essential services
such as assistance provided by banks, health funds, etc.

Lines used for content distribution — meaning those allowing the transmission of voice information to the
public, whether live or in recorded form. However, lines complying with the following guidelines will not be
blocked:
7.1. Orthodox religious content that is non-controversial and does not include any other type of content.
7.2. Community lines intended for the Orthodox Jewish community, providing only information and
services related to its internal affairs and worldview, under the supervision of its religious leaders.
However, these lines must not make automated calls followed by hang-ups (“ring and drop”) to
individuals outside the community.
7.3. News lines that meet all of the following conditions:
7.3.1. Information must be transmitted orally by the speaker in person, without the use of recordings,
pre-recorded quotes, or live broadcasting.
7.3.2. The daily broadcast duration must not exceed a number of minutes set fairly by Vaadat
Harabanim and may be updated periodically.
7.3.3. News lines must not send call notifications followed by hang-ups.
7.3.4. The line will be subject to supervision and must obtain approval from a certification body
authorized by the Gedolei Yisrael (Great Sages of Israel).
7.3.5. The owner of the line must comply with all the directives of the supervisory body. Any violation
of these directives will be considered as non-compliance with the established criteria.
7.3.6. The operators of the line have signed a specific commitment to ensure compliance with these
directives.

Any person recognized as a repeated violator of the directives of Vaadat Harabanim.
It is clarified that the conditions defined in the criteria are cumulative and independent. A line may be
blocked even if only part of the services it offers violates one or more of these directives, subject to

applicable legal provisions.

Any definition or interpretation of these criteria will be determined by the Gedolei Yisrael, as defined
above.
